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There is a little island in the ocean—and this book is
about how it is on that little island, how the seasons

and the storm and the day and night change it, how the
lobsters and seals and qulls and everything else live on it,
and what the kitten who comes to visit finds out about
it.
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Mister Magnolia is happy except for one thing — he's
missing a boot and can't splash in the puddles like
everyone else. Listen and read along to see what

happens.
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First Za-Za's mom has a big fat tummy. Then Za-Za's

mom has a baby, and Za-Za's parents are too busy to

Pay any attention to her. 50 she plays by herself, and

she plays with the baby, and finally, when it's time for

the baby to go to sleep, Mom and Dad give her just what

she needs: a big hug! With her trademark childlike

sensibility and bold, bright art, Maisy creator Lucy

Cousins reassures young children that while life may

change when a new baby arrives, Mom and Dad'’s love

stays the same.
