But
when every acre has been covered with tulips, he
realizes he still isn"t happy—he wants a princess. S0 he
travels the world in search of her, only to return home
sad and alone. It isn’ t until he visits his garden again
that he finds his princess, calling out to him from one of

the newly blooming tulips.
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Retells in pictures how a pair of every manner of
creature climbed on board Noah's ark and thereby
survived the Flood.

In Spier’s imaginative retelling, readers witness the
danger and the grandeur of the terrifying flood but
also the lighter moments: Noah's wife jumping on a
crate to avoid the rats; Noah shooing all but two bees
from a busy hive; and all the animal babies being born in
the spring. It's an illustration feat that's both majestic

and tender.
